Epilepsy is a disorder of the brain and can develop at any age. 1 in 100 people are at risk of
having a seizure in their lifetime, while 3 in 100 go on to be diagnosed with epilepsy.

Common triggers are alcohol, stress, caffeine, photosensitivity, tiredness, missing medications,
recreational drugs, extremes of temperature, and strobe lights.

Epilepsy has two types of seizures &

1 Focal or Absences , where one part of the brain is affected. The person can be fully
conscious or have impaired awareness.
