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Welcome Back! 

The commencement of term 4 has seen the slow but steady return of year levels to school.  

From Monday 4th October all Year 12’s returned.  These students sat the General  

Achievement Test on Tuesday.  Then on Wednesday 6th October all Year 11’s returned.  

This has been a welcome sight and it has been good for the staff and good for the students 

to be back at school.  As with Department of Education advice we have been adhering to 

the COVID-19 safe plan and I would like your support in following the directives.             

This includes 

Wearing facemasks inside and out 

For all school settings, the Victorian Chief Health Officer:  

Directs school staff and secondary school students aged 12 or older must always wear a 

face mask indoors and outdoors at school, including when attending an Outside School 

Hours Care (OSHC) program, unless a lawful exception applies.  

Directs school staff and secondary school students aged 12 or older must always wear a 

face mask when travelling to and from school on public transport, taxis or ride share       

vehicles.  

There are a number of lawful reasons for not wearing a face mask, including for staff and 

students who are unable to wear a face mask due to the nature of their disability, medical 

or a mental health condition.   

Using hand sanitizer regularly 

Social distancing  

Increased ventilation within the classrooms 

These directives became more ‘real’ with the development of Tier 1 exposure sites at 

Kerang and 6 COVID-19 cases numbered.   

 

Operating alongside the safety plan is the vaccination roll out.  

The Victorian Government’s aim is to provide an opportunity for all students aged 12 years 

and over to receive at least one vaccine dose by the end of the school year. Please discuss 

your vaccination with your parent/guardian or carer and with your teachers to plan your 

absence and minimise disruption to your learning if your vaccination appointment is      

during school hours.
