1 The Top 3 Locations where people drowned were in Rivers/Creeks or Streams (25%); the
Beach (19%) and the Ocean or Harbours (16%).

1 The Top 3 Activities were Recreational Swimming (26%); Boating (15%) and Falls (14%).

Rural areas had more drownings than city areas probably because we have access to more
lakes, creeks and rivers.

But it shows how important it is for our kids to know how to swim and know about water safety.

1 Our area has wonderful lakes and rivers, so check water depth before you dive in as many
people are paralysed diving into shallow water.
